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Game Objective

The objective of Overload is to destroy all the balls on the track before a ball reaches the end of the track or before time runs out. To destroy balls, match 3 or more of the same colored balls with the ball that you are shooting.
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If you shoot the blue ball at the blue balls on the track, the blue balls on the track will be destroyed because there are three or more of the same colored balls in a row.

Controls

Power-Ups

You receive power-up balls when you make combos. Combos are when you destroy two or more different colored chains of balls with only one shot.
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When the magenta balls are destroyed, the green ones will also be destroyed because there are going to be 3 green balls in a row. This is called a combo.

Flashing ball on the track represent power-up balls.

When you destroy a power-up ball, you will then receive a power-up, which will be stored in you power-up list.

Press the SPACEBAR to use a power-up in single player mode and a number between 1 and 9 in a multiplayer game. The numbers represent which player you want to use the power-up on.

	Empties all the power-ups from the power-up list. *

	R
	Randomizes the colors of the balls on the track. *

	Z
	Destroys all the balls on the track. *

How To Play a Multiplayer Game

Select multiplayer from the main menu.
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Someone must become a server first before anyone can join a game.
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After someone becomes a server, other players can join the game by being a client and inputting the server’s IP address.

After a player becomes a server or client, they are put into the game lobby.

In the lobby players can chat with each other, view the available tracks to play and see who’s playing. When everybody is in the lobby, the server can select a track from the track list and click start to begin the game.
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In a multiplayer game, when you receive a power-up you can use it on yourself or on another player. To use a power-up on yourself, press SPACEBAR. To use a power-up on another player press a number that represents the player’s number. For example, if you want to use a power-up on player3 press the number 3 on the keyboard.

You can chat with other players by pressing ENTER. This will bring up a chat box, for entering your chat message. Press ENTER again to send the message.

When you win or lose in a multiplayer game, you go to the ending screen where, view your score and the other player scores. You can press SPACEBAR to go back to the lobby and wait until the current game is finished to play another level. The server is the only one who can start a game and pick a level.

6. Power-Up List: Shows all the power-up you have.
Multiplayer In game screen
